1. General characteristics of furniture

The furniture is supposed to be used to equip bathrooms in living
space and public areas.

The products are produced in sets, which have a single design
solution.

The full sets usually include the following products:

- vanity units with washbasins;

- mirrors;

- mirrors with cabinets;

- tall cabinets;

- half cabinets.

1.1 Product items
A vanity unit with a washbasin (sink) is a furniture cabinet with a
place for the washbasin with one or more facades (doors, shelves).
There may be one or more drawers, laundry baskets.
AMirror — a mirror attached to the base, a lower shelf is possible.
In the upper part of the product there can be lighting (upper panel
with electrical equipment) with built-in lamps. Mirrors can be
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completed with cabinets and open shelves are also available.

Ahanging cabinet — the cabinet with one or several facades and
a back wall. It is completed with smart adjustment to a wall.

A tall cabinet — it is a case structure with one or more facades
and shelves and a back wall. It is completed with furniture legs
and canopies for adjustment to a wall. There may be one or more
drawers, laundry basket.

1.2. Materials and components

PRODUCTION

Technological process of manufacturing bathroom furniture is
performed on CNC equipment (numerical program control).

The products meet safety requirements:

- DSP201-97;

- GOST 16371-93;

- SanPiN6027A-91;

- NRBU-97.

The furniture cases

Furniture cases are made of panels of a chipboard of the
increased moisture resistance, resistance to wear according to
GOST 10632-89, GOST 27678-88, GOSTR 52078-03 and meet
requirements of the sanitary-and-epidemiologic conclusion.

Well withstands the effects of household chemicals, except for
abrasives, corrosive substances and liquids. The end sides of the
body parts are protected by a matte or glossy PVC edge.

FACADES
Facades are made of MDF (wood-fiber board of average density).
MDF meets European and Ukrainian quality standards, which is
confirmed by certificates of conformity.

PAINTING OF FURNITURE
Painting of furniture cases and facade parts is carried out by a
complex multi-stage technology with paints and varnishes of leading
European manufacturers. The technology of painting with high-
gloss enamels of ultraviolet hardening is applied. The paints used
meet the requirements of sanitary and epidemiological conclusions.

MIRRORS
Mirrors (or mirrors with a cabinet(s) ) is made on amalgam silver
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base, which has high moisture resistance. The edges of all mirrors
are polished.

The manufacturing is carried out on high-precision equipment.
The quality of mirrors is confirmed by the sanitary-epidemiological
conclusion.

FURNITURE accessories

High-quality furniture accessories from European and Ukrainian
suppliers: drawer systems, hinges, telescopic guides provide
long, reliable work of all moving parts of the vanity unit, meet both
European and Ukrainian standards. The use of Euroscrews, rails,
mini-fixes, as well as the assembling process itself — provides
a high level of geometry and strength of furniture structures. The
expiration date of all types of furniture accessories is equal to the
expiration date of the product.

ELECTRICAL lamps
The sets of lamps with halogen lamps and power supply used
are in accordance with GOST 17677-82, GOST 8607-82 and have
a certificate of conformity.
The equipment included in the set of lamps with halogen
lamps meets the requirements of regulatory documents: GOST R
51318.15-99 and meets TU3461-001-48934350-2001.

2. Complete set
Bathroom furniture TM «Van Mebles» and TM «MIRATER»
are assembled, are completed, checked by Technical Control
Department and packed on MIRATER LLC

2.1. Vanity unit

Vanity units are completed with ceramic or silestone washbasins
(furniture sinks) which have well-defined washbasin place. Each
washbasin model needs specific calculated washbasin place .

Warning! Do not attempt to install a washbasin on the vanity
unit that is not provided by the manufacturer. This will cause gaps
between the sink and the vanity unit, can damage the product and
lead to an unstable position on the vanity unit.

The vanity units can be completed with shelves which can be
cut-in or installed. Cut-in shelves are installed at the factory with
the help of rails and are not adjustable. Inserted shelves can be
adjusted by the height. Some models come with a laundry basket
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and adjustable drawer systems (metal basket).

2.2. Mirrors

Mirrors with cabinets are completed with the cut-in shelves
(fastened by wooden dowel — shkant) or glass shelves which are
established on the shelf holder.

All mirrors are attached to the base with silicone, which does not
damage the amalgam and provides a secure fixation. Lamps —
halogen, round, with a power of 20 W which are meant for
connection to a network with a voltage of 220 V. Their connection is
made through a transformer. Most models are equipped with a 220
V socket and a switch.

2.3. Tall cabinets, half cabinets
Tall cabinets, half cabinets are equipped with cut-in shelves
(fastened by wooden dowel — shkant) or glass shelves that are
installed on the shelf holder. Some models come with a laundry
basket. Wall-mounted items are completed with the adjustable
canopies, a mounting lath.

3. Recommendations for installation and using.

Bathroom furniture is meant to be used in bathroom areas
and public place at a temperature from + 2 °C to + 40 °C and the
humidity not more than 70%.

Design and manufacturing of bathroom furniture is carried
according to the requirements of Ukrainian State Standards

Proper location and installation of the furniture will give You the
long life time of the item.

But also the correct care of them will provide long use and will
increase service life. If your model is equipped with adjustable legs,
adjust the position of the product by rotating the legs.

- Place the product against the wall .

- If the sink has special holes for mounting to the wall, fix it ( the sink).

- Do not allow direct contact of the product with water. as
high humidity and probable close location of the heat can
affect the color change and swelling of facades and cabinets.

- To save the original gloss of facades do not allow water to
dry on them.

- In case of getting water inside the product, the furniture
should be wiped with a soft dry cloth.

- Cleaning of the products should be carried out with a soft
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cloth using neutral detergents.

- Furniture surfaces must be protected from solvents, acids,
alkalis, mechanical damages, scratches .

- If during installation there was a need to make a cut in the
product, then the open sections must be insulated from water with
waterproofing materials (paint of the appropriate color, silicone
sealant, paint nitrocellulose or acrylic, etc.) .

- the loose threadconnections they must be periodically tightened.

For products that have a wall mount adjustment, use the supplied
mounting adjustment.

- Do not leave open spaces without plugs.

- When removing the shelf holders, be sure to close the holes
with plugs.

Attention! In case of evasion of recommendations and
proper using, in case of self made cut outs in a product without
waterproofing of open cuts the MIRATER company has the right to
refuse warranty service and does not take further responsibility for
the operation of the

Installation of wall mounted products:

- Make a mark on the wall, in places where it is planned to hang
the product.

Fix the mounting plate. The recommended distance from the
upper surface of the washbasin to the lower edge of the mirror is
150-250 mm.

4. Recommendations for adjusting furniture
fittings at home

During the using of the product, it is possible that the threaded
connections of furniture fasteners can be loosen, especially
movable ones. In this case it is necessary to tighten periodically
(if necessary) screws in loops and assembly laths. If the handle is
scrolled (which is not allowed, as in this case there may be scratches
on the facade), it is necessary to tighten the screws with which it is
attached. If the facade of the drawer touches another facade, it is
necessary to adjust it. In addition, there are threaded connections
in fixed fasteners — adjustable canopies. If the cabinet does not fit
snugly against the wall, the canopy screws must be tightened.

4.1. Adjustment of loops
All used loops are adjustable. If it is necessary, you can adjust
yourself with a screwdriver.
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Metal boxes consist of two metal walls, a bottom and a back
wall which are made of a moisture resistant plate — a chipboard.
If it is necessary, you can adjust the position of the facade of the
box. To do this, loosen the screws, move the facade vertically and
horizontally to the position you need and re-fasten the screws.

5. Electrical equipment

Lamps with halogen lamps and power supply (IP43), which are
equipped with products (mirrors), comply with GOST17677-82;
GOST8607-82 and the Certificate of Compliance.

In the bathrooms of apartments and hotel rooms it is allowed
to install furniture with electrical equipment in zone 3 (according
to appendix 2PBE, Kyiv-2001) through distribution transformers
or protective tripping device (PZV), which responds to differential
current with rated voltage not exceeding 30 mA.

Warning! Note: When installing products that have electrical
equipment, use the services of an electrician!

Be sure to install a 30 mA safety cut-out device at the input of
the mains.

6. Packaging
All MIRATER furniture is delivered in corrugated cardboard
packaging. The washbasin is packed in corrugated cardboard.

7. Warranty obligations of the manufacturer and
rules of warranty service

1. MIRATER (hereinafter referred to as the «Manufacturer»)
guarantees that at the time of purchase the furniture (hereinafter
«Product»), which is marked in the warranty card, the set(s) is (are)
full, have no mechanical damage and meet the quality standards,
safety requirements and the terms of the contract of sale.

2. The company guarantees conformity of products— «Furniture
for bathrooms» to requirements of GOST16371-93 «Furniture.
General technical conditions” under the conditions proper
transportation, storage and using.

3. The manufacturer provides free repair of the product only in
case the defects have manufacturing character.

4. The completeness of the product is checked by the buyer
when receiving the goods in the presence of the seller. After the sale
of the product, claims regarding its completeness and mechanical
damage (impact marks, chips, stains, etc.) are not accepted.

5. The manufacturer has the right to refuse free warranty repair
in the following cases:

- If the product has signs of ourside intervation or there has been

an attempt of self-repair

- If the changes to the product are made by the buyer.

- If the product has been used incorrectly or in conditions for
which it is not intended.

- If the product has been used with accessories not provided by
the manufacturer.

- If the warranty card contains corrections that are not certified
by the manufacturer.

- If damage to the product caused by improper mains connection
is detected.

- Ifthere are visiul sights of storage inside the furniture wet things,
as well as delamination, cracking and swelling of facade parts and
parts of the furniture cabinet due to direct contact with water.

- If the defect is caused by the lack of periodic tightening of the
threaded connections when it was needed.

8. The warranty does not cover the following
defects:

- Mechanical damage both inner and outer, which were caused
by improper use, installation or transportation.

- Damages caused by corrosive substances and liquids.

- Damage caused by natural disasters, fire, household factors.

7. The warranty is valid if only there is a warranty card, which
must have the seller’s seal and signed by the buyer. All the fields in
the warranty card must be filled!

8. The warranty period of product using is 24 months when
using in individual appartments and within 18 months using in public
places (in commercial structures, theaters, houses, hotels, etc.).

9. The duration of the warranty period is indicated in the warranty
card and starts from the date of purchase of the product.

10. The date of sale and the date of manufacture of the product
are indicated in the warranty card.

11. The warranty on the replaced components (parts) ends off
together with the warranty on the product.

12. The manufacturer disclaims liability for possible damage,
directly or indirectly caused by the products of the company
«MIRATERN to people, pets, property, if it occurred as a result of non-
compliance with the rules and conditions of using, installation of the
product, intentional or careless actions of consumers or third parties.

In case of defects revealing itis necessary to contact the company
«MIRATER» in the order provided by the current legislation and
make the complaint.
